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This report has been compiled to give information about the
offenders (beneficiaries) worked with on the PS Plus 3
project in HMP Ashwell - a male closed category C prison in
the East Midlands. The project ran for 14 months between
1% April 2007 and 30" June 2008, in which time 409
beneficiaries were started on the project. At its peak, it is
estimated that the project worked with approximately 33% of
the prison population.

Of the 409 beneficiaries started, 21% (87) left the project
early with 93% of these transferring to a non-PS Plus prison
establishment.
